In Tanzania, UNDP has set up a project to support the Government in
implementing its National Anti-Corruption Strategy and Action Plan (NACSAP).
The project has the following components:

· 
Support to the President's Office to coordinate and report on the implementation
of NACSAP. NACSAP consists of 28 sector specific Action Plans of Ministries,
Departments and Agencies (MDAs).

· 
Financing of the separate Action Plans is through a National Integrity
Fund, and each MDA reports directly to the President on a quarterly basis
on one-page reports, giving data on complaints received and on administrative
and disciplinary action taken; a self-assessment on the the targets set
for the quarter; and targets set for the following quarters.

· 
A summary of these quarterly reports are compiled in a NACSAP Quarterly
Report and shared with all stakeholders.

· 
Support to the Prevention of Corruption Bureau to train investigators and
prosecutors, and to strengthen their partnership with civil society and
media. The    latter includes the preparation of a Quarterly
Newsletter and commissioning CSOs to produce an Annual Report on the State
of Corruption in Tanzaina.

· 
Lastly, the project provides support to civil society and media for their
contribution in the fight against corruption. This has included support
to media to develop a meia strategy on corruption and to strengthen their
capacities in investigative journalism, and support to the formation of
an artists' Task Force, to sensitise the public dramatise the effects of
corruption. A programme is also under preparation for capacity building
of local communities to perform public expenditure tracking and to hold
local and village government's accountable for the delivery of public services.


Andrea has the project document. Please note that originally, the project
was for the 2001-2002 period, but that it has recently been extended through
2004. The project has substantial cost-sharing from the Governments of
Finland, Norway and Sweden. Please don't hesitate to get in touch if you
would like any further information.
