The National Economic and Social Advisory Council (NESAC)

Background 
The National Economic and Social Advisor Council is established in order to provide advice and recommendations to the Council of Ministers on economic and social problems. A national economic and social development plan and other plans as provided by law shall obtain opinions of the National Economic and Social (Advisory) Council before they can be adopted and published. The composition, source, powers and duties and the operation of the National Economic and Social Advisory Council shall be in accordance with the provision of law.

The Justice, Human Rights and Good Governance Thematic Working Group have been set up to promote the anti-corruption. 
Duties and Authorities:
1. To study, analysis and make suggestion on anti-corruption policy

2. To study and monitor issues relate to anti-corruption

3. To study and monitor the results from the fundamental of state policy that impact to the study of anti-corruption

4. To promote and support participation of the government agencies, private sectors, NGOs and general public in problem solving and giving recommendation on anti-corruption exercises

5. Other task relate to justice, human rights and good governance.

Frameworks: 
1. Literature review on related anti-corruption papers and works from other agencies, include the recommendation from NESAC, for possible new initiative

2. Set up data base system of organizations that work on anti-corruption issues, both at national and international level, through networking approach

3. Knowledge management on anti-corruption

4. Partnership with other global organization to promote anti-corruption i.e. UNDP, United Nations Command
 in Korea, European Union (EU), Office of Attorney General of Thailand, the Stock Exchange of Thailand, as well as the government agencies, private sectors, public enterprises, NGOs, local administration organisations, and general peoples.
5.  Organize seminar platform in five provinces:

· North: Chiang Rai

· Northeast: Udonthani, Mukdaharn

· South: Phuket

· Central: Bangkok

6. Study visit to other countries

7. Develop policy recommendation on anti-corruption for the Justice, Human Rights and Good Governance Thematic Working Group and the NESAC to submit to the Cabinet.
With the above, therefore, UNDP is invited to the meeting to provide inputs, information and to plan together with the NESAC, the potential future collaboration on anti-corruption issue.

The United Nations Command and the Chinese-North Korean Command signed the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/w/index.php?title=Korean_Armistice_Agreement&action=edit" \o "Korean Armistice Agreement" �Korean Armistice Agreement� on � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/July_27" \o "July 27" �27 July� � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/1953" \o "1953" �1953�, ending the heavy fighting. The armistice agreement established the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/w/index.php?title=Military_Armistice_Commission&action=edit" \o "Military Armistice Commission" �Military Armistice Commission� (MAC), consisting of representatives of the two signatories, to supervise the implementation of the armistice terms.
