Information-gathering mechanism on the implementation of the United Nations Convention against Corruption


The Conference of the States Parties to the United Nations Convention against Corruption, 


Recognizing the importance of gathering information on the implementation of the Convention,


1.
Decides that a self-assessment checklist shall be used as a tool to facilitate the provision of information on implementation of the Convention prior to the second session of the Conference of the States Parties;


2.
Requests the Secretariat to finalize a self-assessment checklist no later than two months after the conclusion of the first session of the Conference of the States Parties, using as a model the draft self-assessment checklist contained in document CAC/COSP/2006/L.3, in consultation with and reflecting input from States parties and signatories;


3.
Also requests the Secretariat to distribute the self-assessment checklist to States parties and signatories as soon as possible to begin the process of information-gathering;


4.
Urges States parties, and invites signatories, to complete and return the checklist to the Secretariat within the deadline identified by the Secretariat;


5.
Requests the Secretariat, within existing resources, to collate and analyse information provided by States parties and signatories through the self-assessment checklist or other means and to share this information and analysis with the Conference of the States Parties at its second session and with the relevant open-ended intergovernmental working groups established by the Conference;


6. 
Agrees that the present decision is not intended to prejudge the work of any open-ended working group created by the Conference of the States Parties or to form the exclusive basis for information to be considered by any such group in the performance of its functions.
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
